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10 MINUTE PRAYER INVITATION

You are invited to spend 10 minutes each morning with God planning your day. This is
the beginning of learning to pray and lifting the cloous of hurried confusion. With each
passing day you will get a sense of peace, purpose, and direction.

When you feel comfortable with this process (may be days, weeks or even months) you
will be ready to move to the next step of moving into the actual prayer process. Begin to
pray: “God, I want this....and I need this...and could you do this for me....and help me
with this...and let this happen...and please, don’t let this happen...”

Perhaps the next step may involve a problem you are having and you can have a
conversation with God. Begin with a simple prayer such as: “God I've got this

problem...This is the situation...These are the circumstances...God what do you think I
should do?”
Now is the moment of spontaneous prayer, the moment when you listen to hear God speak to

you. ‘The Lord came and revealed His presence, calling out as before, “Samuel, Samuel!”
Samuel answered, “Speak for your servant is listening.” 1 Samuel 3:10
