THE BASICS

to succeed, but pick a specific time, put it on your schedule, and stick to it.
Make it a nonnegotiable part of your day, a sacred commitment. If
something comes up and you need to move your prayer time, move it to
earlier in the day; never put it off. Once you put it off, it usually does not ge
done.
